The minutes of the meetings held on 28/9/5 , 10/10/05 & 19/10/5 were confirmed and signed as a correct record.

1.10.05 Reports

TAAG: Cllr Bowers advised that she will be attending the TAAG meeting on 8th November.

British Legion: The Clerk informed Cllrs that they had been invited to attend the Royal British Legion memorial service on Winkleigh Airfield, 10.45 on November 12th.

Playing Fields: Cllr Cowle thanked the Chairman for his letter and advised that the Playing Fields committee will be holding a meeting to discuss the youth issues.

SWW: The Clerk read e-mail communication from SWW advising that they have completed the evaluation of the sewerage treatment works at Winkleigh and that they are in discussions with DCC regarding planning permission. Following this the Company’s Board will be asked to approve the capital monies for the proposed scheme.

TDC: The Clerk reminded Cllrs that TDC Planning Department are holding an evening planning seminar to which all Cllrs are invited. Merton Village Hall, 6pm on 3rd November .

Cemetery: Cllr J Turner reported that he and Cllr Hodgson had met at the Cemetery and completed the Headstone inspection. Cllrs were informed that no problems or issues had been identified. Cllrs were also advised that the gutter along the perimeter hedge needs to be cleared before the trees are to be planted as the new trees will hinder access to this area in future.

2.10.05  PLANNING

A)Returned from TDC

a) 1/1425/2005/LBC: Dismantle & remove original Georgian fire Surround from sitting room and re-install in dining room, Hilliers, High Street, Winkleigh: APPROVED

b) 1/0408/2005/CPE: Existing use as restaurant, Pophams, Castle Street Winkleigh:

APPROVED  

B) New Applications

a) 1/1802/2005/FUL: Erection of a steel building for housing cattle, Beechlea, Winkleigh : Cllr Hodgson abstained. Proposed approval . voting 5 for 1 against MOTION CARRIED: APPROVED
b) 1/1932/2005/FUL: Two storey extension to the side of an existing dwelling for use by a dependant relative, 2 Loosden Cottages, Winkleigh : Proposed approval. Voting 5 for 1 abstention: MOTION CARRIED APPROVED.

c) 1/2000/2005/REM: Residential development – house detail plot 8, Townsend Farm, Winkleigh : it was proposed that the response to this application be Refusal reiterating comments made on previous application ( see mins ref S2.10.5.b pg 502). Voting:5 for 1 abstention (Cllr Cowle) MOTION CARRIED REFUSED


3.10.5. MATTERS ARISING

A)Biomass 

The Chairman had issued a draft response regarding application 1/2149/2004/FUL 

to Cllrs prior to the meeting for consultation.  Cllrs discussed the issues in turn as they were addressed in the draft.  Amendments to the draft were agreed regarding Air Quality and Pollution.

Cllrs discussed the Planning Inspectorates decision on Four Seasons refusal appeal stating that the refusal has been supported referring to impact on the surrounding area as one of the reasons. Cllrs felt that this was relevant to the WINBEG application and therefore some reference to this decision should be made in the PC’s response.

Cllrs discussed at length concerns regarding the possible need for continuous supply of fuel and the transport impact of this. Cllrs noted serious discrepancies between vehicle estimates locally & other bodies in comparison to the estimates of the developers. Cllrs agreed that comment needed to be made that there must be a correlation between the requirements of fuels and the vehicles required to transport it.


Cllr Camilleri queried how the roads will be kept in good repair were this application to be approved and queried if the developer would be responsible for any maintenance. Cllrs stated that the developer had commented on this issue but agreed that some legal assurances / indemnity clause was essential in this issue.

Cllr Bowers stated that she felt that noise and odour issues should be included in the PC’s response adding that TDC had recognised this issue. Cllr Bowers stated that there would be a significant increase above the ambient noise level and was concerned about the effect of this on residents. 

Cllrs agreed a number of amendments to be made to the draft. The Chairman stated that if further evidence came to light before the application was determined by TDC the PC would be able to respond at that time.

It was proposed by Cllr Bowers and seconded by Cllr Hodgson that the amendments be written up and the PC’s formal response to be sent to TDC : All in favour: MOTION CARRIED.

B) Planning matters  

The Clerk read out  a letter from Redrow Homes  following the PC’s response to the planning application 1/1183/2005/FUL – Residential Development on land between Exeter Road and Shute Lane, Winkleigh. Cllrs discussed the developers offer to attend a PC meeting and discuss the proposals. Cllr Hodgson stated that he felt that it would be beneficial to have contact with any prospective developer.

Cllr Bowers discussed the plans committee report issued by officers to the Plans Committee for determination on 27.10.5. Cllr Bowers said that she was still concerned about the design and character of the development. The Chairman responded that he felt the Pc need to find out what provisions TDC have for local distinctiveness and agree a way forward to incorporate the PC’s approved Design Statement. 

Cllr Hodgson proposed the PC invite Redrow for an initial meeting with the PC at the next PC meeting for a ½ hour meeting to initiate contact with the developer.: 2nd Cllr Griffiths: voting 4 for 2 abstentions: MOTION CARRIED.  Cllr Hodgson added that hopefully the initial meeting will lead to a time table for any future meeting.     

The Clerk further advised on information received from SWW & TDC regarding the sewerage infrastructure. The Chairman stated that this matter was to be discussed with TDC when a meeting can be arranged.

C) Bus Shelter 

Cllr J.Turner advised that he had obtained photos of different designs of shelter from Kingsley Plastics. The Clerk read out the letter from Kingsley Plastics confirming that they would supply a shelter to the Parish. Cllr J Turner confirmed that the size and design still needs to be agreed but suggested the size remains the same as the existing shelter. Cllrs discussed various design suggestions. Cllr Hodgson suggested that all Cllrs liaise with him and Cllr Turner and that further contact is made with Kingsley Plastics regarding acceptable/appropriate design and size.

Cllrs Camilleri & Bowers again raised concerns about the location of the existing shelter. Cllr Griffiths said he felt that were the new shelter vandalised again to the point of needing replacing that the Parish Council do not do so.

D)  TDC’s Local Plan  

The Chairman discussed the changes in TDC’s Local Plan from “woodburing” to “gasification” stating that he was very concerned about the direct reference to the gasification proposal in TDC’s Plan. The Chairman added that this issue had been raised with him by a number of members of the public. Cllr J.Turner stated that he believed the Parish Council needed a face-to-face meeting with TDC Planners as a letter on this matter would not address the wider issues of concern for Winkleigh and Winkleigh Airfield.

E) Winkleigh Parish Plan  

The Chairman stated that at the last PC meeting it had been agreed to call a meeting in November and that this was still to be arranged.

Cllrs were already in receipt of a  copy of the final accounts for the Parish Plan as submitted to SWAN for the final payment of the Parish Plan Grant. It was proposed by Cllr J.Turner that the Parish Council formally approve the accounts as presented- 2nd Cllr Bowers. All in favour: MOTION CARRIED

4.10.5.  NEW BUSINESS

A) Parking in Winkleigh Square  

Cllr Camilleri informed Cllrs that he had received a letter from a resident in Winkleigh Square complaining of parking. Cllrs discussed at length concerns regarding parking issues around Winkleigh and especially in the village square. Cllr Bowers stated that the Traffic Group had covered this issue previously for the Parish Council and had identified a need for “hatching” markings over the existing Keep Clear signs and also suggested using the area at the end of Old Chulmleigh Road for a car park. 

Cllr Hodgson proposed that as this issue had been identified during the Parish Plan process it should be through this route that the Parish Council address the matter further adding that Parking be identified as a priority issue for the Parish Plan implementation stage – 2nd Cllr J.Turner: all in favour: MOTION CARRIED

B) The Entrance to Broadwoodkelley 

The Clerk read out a letter from a resident of Broadwoodkelley requesting permission from the Parish Council to plant daffodil bulbs at the entrance to Broadwoodkelly. It was proposed by Cllr J.Turner that the Clerk write advising that the Parish Council support the request in principal but stating that it is the PC’s understanding that the land belongs to Devon County Council – 2nd Cllr Bowers: all in favour: MOTION CARRIED.

C) Vandalism/ Anti-social Behaviour  

Cllr Stutt informed Cllrs that there had been no further developments since the last e-mail correspondence sent to Cllrs. The Chairman advised that the Police have expressed support to the PC in handling this issue but had stressed that not all the issues are Police matters. Cllr Camilleri advised that he had been in contact with the local youths to try to establish the position. Cllr Camilleri said that the youths are congregating at the Playing Fields as it is somewhere for them to meet. Cllr Camilleri stated that the Police had suggested that the youth are offered an alternative meeting place but that there are none available .  Cllr Camilleri stated that he had been informed that there is an element of drug use being carried out and that he is gaining further information and will contact the Police. 

The Chairman stated that it had been agreed with the police that a meeting should take place initially with Cllrs, the Youth club organisers, the local youth worker, Playing Field committee & Village Hall Committee.  

D) Speeding on Townsend Hill/ Torrington Road  

Cllr Cowle stated that he is still receiving complaints regarding speeding problems on this road. Cllr Bowers stated that the Traffic Group had investigated this matter and made suggestions for possible improvements. Cllr Hodgson stated that this matter was again identified in the Parish Plan and should be identified as a priority issue and  addressed as part of the Parish Plan process.

PUBLIC DISCUSSION PERIOD II

Cllrs were asked if TDC had received a copy of the officers recommendations regarding the WINBEG application. Cllrs were also warned that the reference in the Local Plan to “Gasification” could prove very costly to the Parish.

Cllrs were advised that a number of youths were now using the Airfield to congregate and were racing their cars and bikes which could be very dangerous.

5.10.5. FINANCE

A) Parish Precept

Cllrs were again reminded that the precept request for 2006/7must be made to TDC by 4th January 2005. The Clerk had already issued Cllrs with financial documents for their consideration including and up to date financial statement and a list of monies allocated from reserves for specific items.

Cllrs discussed the monies allocated in reserves. Cllr Hodgson suggested that the list be checked to confirm if the allocations are still required.

It was proposed by Cllr Hodgson that the £300 held in reserves for the tree planting at the Cemetery is no longer required following the very generous offer made by Sally Whitfiled and therefore is no longer required so should be released from allocation – 2nd Cllr J.Turner : All in favour: MOTION CARRIED

Cllr J Turner stated that the Parish Council needed to agree what action to take regarding the monies held for the Millennium Project.

Cllr Hodgson noted that the was £1500 held in reserves allocated to pay for the notice-board in Winkleigh Square. Cllr Hodgson said that the notice-board had been made by Richard Smith and that Chris Hodgson Engineering will donate the notice board to the Village in memory of the Smith family. Cllr Hodgson advised that a plaque would be erected stating this fact and further proposed that the £1500 allocated in the reserves be released – 2nd Cllr J.Turner: All in favour: MOTION CARRIED

 Cllr Hodgson then discussed the £1,000 allocated in reserves for the potential undergrounding of cables advising Cllrs of the history behind this allocation. Following discussions Cllr Hodgson proposed that the £1000 allocated to the undergrounding of cables be released from allocation – 2nd Cllr Bowers : All in favour: MOTION CARRIED

It was unanimously agreed that further discussion would take place at the next Parish Council meeting.
