The minutes of the meeting held 24th October 2007 were approved and signed.
1.11.7 Reports: 
County Cllr Rawlinson
Cllr Rawlinson advised the PC that CCOWS had been unsuccessful in becoming part of the pilot scheme to be run by DCC following the Querk report but pledged that he would personally continue working with CCOWS and DCC. Mr Rawlinson advised that he has an agreement from the DCC Leader Brain Greenslade and the County Solicitor Roger Gash to meet with CCOWS and reps from the PC to try to move things forward. 

Cllr Rawlinson then gave a detailed update on activities of DCC including Social Services improvements, the sale of Exeter Airport, Exeter’s Unitary bid and new improved funding opportunities. Cllrs were advised that in addition to a number of specific funding opportunities Mr Rawlinson’s County Locality Budget will be increased for next year and Cllrs were asked to advise of any major projects they would like to apply for funding for. 

Cllrs queried the position with a number of outstanding Highways issues to which Cllr Rawlinson suggested he try to arrange a meeting with Mr Deasey (DCC Area Engineer) and the PC. Cllr Rawlinson also advised Cllrs that he was holding a meeting at Merton on 4th December to discuss concerns over heavy lorries on minor roads.  

Litter Bins: Cllr Bowers reported that TDC have confirmed that the litter bins ordered by the PC will be installed before Christmas.

CCOWS: Cllr Hodgson gave an update on the most recent meeting of the CCOWS group and advised that urgent discussions are required following Cllr Rawlinson’s information.

6.11.7.  Current business matters
a) Discussions on Clerks Reports

Cllr discussed proposed meeting with TDC  Head of Planning following the announcement of his leaving post. Cllr Hodgson proposed that the Officers of the Council liaise with TDC representatives to clarify who could attend the proposed meeting on 5th December and then decide if the meeting should go ahead – 2nd Cllr Bowers: A.I.F: MOTIONN CARRIED.  
Cllr J.Turner proposed that the PC accept the estimates from Andrew Ware for the repair/maintenance work to the Parish Assets at £290 - 2nd Cllr Hodgson : A.I.F. : MOTION CARRIED  
b) Winkleigh Cemetery   
Cllrs were formally advised of the interment of the late Mr Brock in Winkleigh Cemetery plot 559. Cllr Hodgson proposed that the Chairman authorise and countersign the formal entry into the Register of Burials – 2nd Cllr J.Turner: A.I.F: MOTION CARRIED.

Cllr Hodgson produced a plan and estimate for a re-designed soil bunker for the Cemetery Grounds. It was proposed by Cllr Gledhill that the PC accept the re-design and authorise work to commence – 2nd Cllr Johnson : voting 7 for, 1 against: MOTION CARRIED.

Cllr Hodgson advised that he had arranged 50 markers for the cemetery and would arrange a meeting of the Cemetery Working Group.   
c) Review of additional pitch requirements for Gypsies & Travellers in SW



Cllrs were already in receipt of copies of communications from DCC regarding this consultation. Cllr  Bowers read out a draft response for Cllrs to consider. Cllr Bowers proposed that the PC formally adopt her draft response and submit this as the PC’s consultation response – 2nd Cllr J.Turner: A.i.F: MOTION CARRIED. 
7.11.7.  NEW BUSINESS

a) Medical provision in Winkleigh 
Cllr Gledhill produced a letter from Wallingbrook Health Centre expressing strong indication of intent to provide additional health services in Winkleigh. Cllrs discussed implications for the community, CCOWS and the Pre-School. Cllr Bowers proposed that Cllr Gledhill arrange a meeting with PC reps, CCOWs, Cty Cllr Rawlinson and Wallingbrook Health Centre – 2nd Cllr Johnson: A.i.f: MOTION CARRIED.
b) TDC Core Strategy Issues and Opinions Report & c) TDC Draft Planning Obligations SPD  

Cllr J.Turner proposed that the Chairman liaise directly with Maria Bailey of TDC to arrange a meeting provisionally for 16th January to allow Cllrs to clarify a number of issues prior to making a formal response to the consultation – 2nd Cllr Gledhill: A.i.f: MOTION CARRIED. 
d) TDC Waste Recycling Plan & Waste Minimisation Strategy  Chairman
Cllr Bowers read out her draft response and further proposed that this be formally adopted by Winkleigh PC and forwarded to TDC in response to the consultation- 2nd Cllr J.Turner : A.i.f: MOTION CARRIED. 
e) Vandalism 
Cllrs discussed complaints of young children loitering in the village.
f) Traffic 
Cllr Johnson raised further concerns regarding traffic and pedestrian safety. Cllr Hodgson stated that it had previously been agreed that the route from Seckington Cross to the bottom of Townsend Hill was a priority of the PC and that full discussions should take place at the January meeting – 2nd Cllr Johnson: A.i.f: MOTION CARRIED.
