The Minutes of the meeting held on Wednesday 27th February 2008, 6.30pm in Winkleigh Community Centre

Apologies: None

The minutes of the meeting held on 23rd  January 2008 were confirmed and signed as a correct record.
1.2.2 Guest Speaker: Lisa Skinner: TDC Planning

The Chairman introduced Ms Skinner and advised that he had already issued her with a list of issues to be discussed at the meeting a copy of which all Cllrs were in receipt of. Ms Skinner addressed the PC advising that things at TDC have improved and that the council is working towards better relationships with the parishes including organising a number of planning training courses. Ms Skinner then addressed the issues raised and broadly discussed including discussions on TDC’s application for PPL to pay costs for their appeal and the running systems of TDC’s planning department and enforcement. Cllr Hodgson queried a number of issues regarding TDC’s Local Plan in respect of application 1/1190/22007/FUL to be determined by the PC later in the meeting. Ms Skinner confirmed that there are no material changes in TDC’s position regarding permissible development on Wink 1 as defined in the Local Plan adding that the Steering Group are working on the early stages of producing a development brief for the Airfield to be incorporated into the Core Strategy document which will ultimately replace the Local Plan. 

**Cllr Griffiths arrived 7pm

Ms Skinner advised the PC that on 1st April the government is introducing  standard planning application forms and that the emphasis is now being placed on the use of the web based planning portal. Cllrs were advised that the new system will result in a number of changes in the way that applications are handled especially in respect of parish consultations where TDC are investigating a new electronic system. 
** Cllr Johnson arrived 7.20pm

 Cllrs were advised that TDC have limited resources for enforcement with only one enforcement officer.

** Cllr Holman arrived 7.35pm

Ms Skinner informed the PC that she would only be at TDC for a further 5 weeks before leaving and advised that she did not know what is happening about her replacement.

2.2.8 Reports

The Clerk reported that 3 places had been booked on TDC’s Planning Training Course for 14th March
The Clerk advised that no response had been received from Cllrs regarding the Northern Peninsula Housing Marked Assessment Consultation. Cllrs agreed no formal response from the Parish Council.

POLICE : PC Brown gave an update of incidents in the parish and advised Cllrs that PC Rowlands will be replacing PC Middleton on the Winkleigh beat.

3.2.8 District Councillor  Lausen
Cllrs were advised that TDC have been working very hard on the budget and explained the process in agreeing the Council Tax for 2008/9. Cllrs were advised that TDC have agreed a 4.2% increase which equates to £142.17 for a D band dwelling. Cllrs were reminded that this is only the District Council element of the Council Tax. Cllr Lausen also advised that each District Councillor has been allocated £2,000 to be used for projects within their wards.

b) 1/1190/2007/FUL: Erection of 4 No. employment (B1, B2 B8) Units with associated car parking and external works, Winkleigh Airfield Winkleigh Devon EX19 8DR: Cllr Hodgson stated that he had already specifically queried TDC’s position regarding Wink1 with Lisa Skinner earlier in the meeting. Cllr Johnson proposed that the Parish Council require additional time to consider this large application – 2nd Cllr Holman: voting 6 for, 4 against: MOTION CARRIED: The Clerk was requested to apply for an extension. Cllr Bowers stated there were a number of queries on this application which need to be addressed prior to determination. Cllr Holman proposed that the Agent is invited to discuss with PC various aspects of the application – 2nd Cllr Bowers: A.I.F: MOTION CARRIED. Cllrs discussed holding a site visit. 
c) 1/0107/2008/FUL: Erection of barn – retrospective, Land adjacent to Loosedon Cottages, Winkleigh. Cllr Holman proposed that in view of the applicants flagrant disregard of the planning system that they be instructed to remove it- 2nd Cllr Bowers: voting: 3for, 2 against, 5 abstention: MOTION CARRIED.
d) 1/0055/2008/AGR: Agricultural Determination – Erection of new building made with steel, timber, slate & galvanise, Bryony Hill Farm, Winkleigh: Cllr J.Turner proposed Approve – 2nd Cllr N.Turner: voting 5for, 0 against, 5 abstentions: MOTION CARRIED: APPROVED

Following a lengthy debate Cllr N.Turner proposed that this application be Refused this application on the following grounds:

1. The Proximity Principal: not in the right place and concerns over the carbon footprint

2. Visual Impact

3. Proposed development outside the local Plan development boundaries

4. Concerns over dust and pollution

5. Potential loss of livelihood for adjacent free range egg business

6. Concerns over noise and odours

7. Vermin

a) Authorisation for balance transfer from reserve to current account

6.2.8 Current business matters
a) Discussions on Clerks Reports
i) Cllrs were advised of Andrew Wares estimates for the repairs to the Parish assets following the 2007 inspection. Cllr Cooper proposed that the PC accept and instruct Mr Ware to continue with repairs – 2nd Cllr Hodgson: A.i.f. MOTION CARRIED.

ii)  The Chair advised that he is liaising with the Chair of the Community centre regarding storing the PC safe. 
iii) The Clerk presented the Burial Register requesting the authorisation of 2 new entries – Cllr Bowers proposed authorise – 2nd Cllr J.Turner : Aif. MOTION CARRIED. The Chairman the signed the Register.
b) Update following the meeting of  25th February 
Cllr Holman had taken notes at the meeting which had already been circulated to those in attendance. Cllr Hodgson proposed that the notes be approved by the Parish Council as a correct record of the meeting and included in the PC records on this issue – 2nd Cllr Bowers: A.i.f: MOTION CARRIED. 
Cllrs agreed that the Development Brief needed to be a regular agenda item. Cllr Hodgson stated that it was essential that the PC remained fully informed with actions/communications between all parties involved and proposed that the PC formally request to be included in all communications and to inform Juliet Bidgood of the next 3 scheduled PC meetings- 2nd Cllr J.Turner: A.i.f: MOTION CARRIED. Cllr Johnson queried if any contact had been made with the existing businesses on the Airfield & Cllr Bowers stated that she had raised the importance of this at the meeting. 
c) Traffic and Highways issues


All Cllrs had been issued with a copy of the written response from DCC.  The chairman proposed that the PC ask Mr Deasy to cost the first priority and that following the result the PC discuss the implications of implementing the work for the whole of the community before proceeding- 2nd Cllr Johnson: voting 9for, 0 against, 1 abstention: MOTION CARRIED
c) County Committee Locality Budget 

Cllr agreed to come to the next PC meeting with suggestions for funding requests.
7.2.8  NEW BUSINESS

a) Proposed new footpath from village to Sports Centre
The Clerk advised that she had received two letters of support for this project & Cllr Cooper submitted a further letter of support from the pre-school . Cllr J.Turner proposed that the PC formally accept DCC’s proposal for a footpath from the village to the Sports Centre and request that this issue is addressed as soon as possible – 2nd Cllr Cooper: AiF: MOTION CARRIED.

b) Public Toilets 
Cllr Gledhill said that earlier in the meeting the Police had indicated that they had this matter in hand. Cllr were reminded to report any incident of anti-social behaviour of vandalism to the Police. 
c) Working Party 
Cllr J.Turner said he believed that the remaining funds held by the working party should now be released to the PC and used for the benefit of the parish. The Chairman responded that the PC was only one of the contributors to the fund and that funds had been given on the understanding that any surplus  would be evenly distributed amongst local organisations. Cllr Hodgson said that this would be very difficult to do and suggested that the money should be used for the War Memorial on Winkleigh Airfield. Cllr Hodgson suggested notices be put in the notice-boards giving 28 days notice of the PC’s intentions  proposed that the PC contact the Working Party to take this matter forward- 2nd Cllr J.Turner : A.i.F: MOTION CARRIED
d) Winkleigh Pre-School relocation  
Cllr Cooper advised Cllrs that the pre-school do not want to relocate to the primary school but to remain at their current location with a new building for which they have applied for funding from DCC. Cllr Cooper advised that the pre-school are in negotiations with DCC and are trying to organise a way to work with CCOWS and form a Land Management Group.  CCOWS & the Pre-school have asked that the PC be represented.
e) Consultation paper : Options for strengthening bus passenger representation
Cllrs agreed not to formally respond to this consultation.
f) DCC Consultation on new procedures for validation of planning applications Chairman

Cllrs did not agree a formal response to the above consultation document.
