b) Ratification of the end of year account for 2007/8
All Cllrs had received a copy of the final year end accounts for examination prior to the meeting. Cllr J.Turner proposed that Winkleigh Parish Council formally approve the accounts as presented – 2nd Cllr Stutt: A.i.f. MOTION CARRIED. 
8.5.8  Current business matters
a) Discussions on Clerks Reports

Cllrs requested that the Clerk chase progress on the following : Drains at the Sports Centre/Cemetery entrances, Drain at Beechlea, Hedge on Townsend Hill & the clearing of the footpath from the village to the sports centre.
b) County Locality Budget  
The Chairman advised that in order to apply for Cty Cllr Rawlinson’s County locality Budget estimates would be required adding that to request funds to support traffic calming measures ( to be discussed under the next item) would require additional work prior to bidding for funds. Cllr J.Turner addressed the meeting advising that he and Cllr Hodgson had been investigating improvements to the Playing fields as agreed at the last meeting. Cllr Turner provided a detailed outline of the Playing Fields project to provide improved facilities including fencing to improve safety once the new cycle path has been introduced , play equipment at the children’s play area and also facilities on site for the youth. Cllrs were advised that the total costs would be £25,722. 
Following debate where Cllrs agreed that the implementation of any traffic calming measures was still some time away Cllr J.Turner proposed that the Parish Council submit the Playing Fields project for funding through Cty Cllr Rawlinson’s County Locality Budget – 2nd Cllr Cooper: A.i.f. MOTION CARRIED.

c) Traffic Calming 

Cllrs were advised that neither Cllrs Stutt or Judge had been able to contact Mr Deasy DCC to further discuss options and costing for traffic calming measures. Following debate Cllr Gledhill proposed that Winkleigh Parish Council should consider and decide what traffic calming measures they want then tell the Community of their plans – 2nd Cllr J.Turner: voting 7 for, 0 against, 1 abstention: MOTION CARRIED.
d) Cemetery Bungalow  
Moved to Part II for consideration of quotations:
Cllr Cooper proposed that the quotation from Mr D.R.Tindall for £990.00 be accepted by the Parish Council- 2nd Cllr J.Turner: A.i.f. MOTION CARRIED.
Back to main meeting: 

Cllr Holman gave a breakdown of income and expenditure for the cemetery bungalow over the last 5 years and agreed to circulate to Cllrs before the next meeting.
e) Winkleigh Working Party 
The Clerk read to Cllrs the letter from the former treasurer of the working party Mr D.Blake and a further letter from the Chairman Mr K.J.Howarth advising of their opinions on the distribution of the remaining money held by WCWP. Cllrs were advised that the treasurer has been instructed to issue two cheques to the Parish Council for re-distribution.
9.5.8.  NEW BUSINESS

a) Winkleigh Sports Centre

Cllr J.Turner the PC representative on the Playing Fields committee addressed the Council and gave an update of the position with the Sports Centre. Cllrs were advised that there are two accounts: the Playing fields and the Sports Centre: which are run by the Playing Fields committee. Cllrs were informed that the Sports Centre has been experiencing difficulties but that this is gradually improving but slowly. Cllr Turner had a copy of the financial accounts for Cllrs to examine. In response to the specific query at the last meeting Cllr Turner stated that the rumours in the village are pure speculation and there are no plans for any changes at this time. 

Cllrs were advised that there is now a new booking secretary for the Sports Centre.     
b) TDC Draft Planning Obligations Supplementary Planning Document reconsultation 
Cllrs had completed the circulating document with individual comments. Cllr J.Turner proposed that these responses be forwarded to TDC as the PC’s response – 2nd Cllr Holman: a.i.f MOTION CARRIED.

Cllr Holman proposed that the draft letter issued by the Chairman should be approved and sent to DCC – 2nd Cllr Stutt: a.i.f: MOTION ACRRIED.

2) Cllr Bowes suggested that PC Dick Rowlands be invited to the APM on 4th June.
